Lesson 1 : Exequatur procedures
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Is an equivalent judgment obtained from an
Algerian Court, by an Algerian judge, which makes
enforceable on the National territory a final
judgment of divorce from an foreign Court.

Exequatur procedures allow to make enforceable in
a State a judicial decision rendered abroad. ...
Exequatur procedures involve the sovereignty of a
State since this procedure allows the execution of a
court decision given in Algeria has a uniform law
system. Hence, the procedure of ‘exequatur’ is used
to enforce the foreign judgments within the entire
Algerian territory. The ‘exequatur’ is regulated by
internal rules which are completed by Algeria case
law applying the international conventions.

Under Articles 605, 606, 607, and 608 of the
Algerian Code of Civil



Procedure any decision by non-Algerian courts will
be recognized and declared enforceable in the
People’s Democratic Republic of Algeria by the
Algerian Court of First Instance .
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
